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Introduction: Tonight we are going to look at little deeper into the context of the first few
verses of this great book... THE ACTS OF THE APOSTLES. In Colossians 4:14, Paul
calls Dr. Luke "the beloved physician." We meet him for the first time in Troas where he
joins Paul and Silas and Timothy on the second missionary journey (Acts 16:10, note the

"we"). He joined the missionary team as a staff doctor and chronicled their journeys. One
of most moving sentences Paul ever wrote is in his last letter (II Timothy 4:11), during his
final imprisonment in Rome, when he says simply, "Luke alone is with me." Let’s open our

Bibles, and study this great book.....
