 D. To be saved you must confess your faith.

 E. To be saved you must be baptized. 
   Mark 16:16  Acts 2:38 Acts 22:16  
 F. To be saved you must remain faithful. 
   Romans 6:22  II Timothy 4:6-8 Revelation 2:10
