I. A Successful Evangelical Mission Depends On Your Heart 

  * Open you heart to God in prayer (I John 5:14). 

  * Open you heart to the word of God (Romans 10:17). 

  * Open you heart to the lost (Matthew 9:36). 

 

II. A Successful Evangelical Mission Depends On Your Soul 

 * Open your soul to the lost world (Matthew 4:19). 

 * Open your soul to the lost in your family (Acts 16:15). 

 * Open your soul to the lost around you (Philippians 2:5). 

 

III. A Successful Evangelical Mission Depends On Your Mind 

 * Open your mind to new horizons (Matthew 9:9-13). 

 * Open your mind to new opportunities (John 4:1-42). 

 * Open your mind to new work (II Thessalonians 3:13). 

 

IV. A Successful Evangelical Mission Depends On Your Strength 

 * Open your strength to do it with power (Ecclesiastes 9:10). 

 * Open your strength to do it with urgency (I Thessalonians 4:15-5:4). 

 * Open your strength to do it with passion (Mark 12:29-31).

telling the story of Jesus?  Don’t close your eyes, ears, mouth, and mind to message of God.   Become
