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The Arrogance of King Xerxes 
 

The first chapter of the book of Esther opens with King Xerxes in his 
capital city.  Heõs been king for just 3 years and the Greek historian Herodotus 
says he was planning on invading Greece in 2 years.  His dad had tried 7 years 
earlier and was defeated at the Battle of Marathon.  Before going to battle 
Xerxes throws a huge party to let people know just how great and powerful 
he is.  òFor a full 180 days he displayed the vast wealth of his kingdom and the 
splendor and glory of his majestyó (Esther 1:4).  The dignitaries at this party 
included nobles, officials, princes and military leaders (maybe 10,000 people 
or more).  The party lasted for 6 months!  

After 6 months of partyingê the king threw another party.  This one 
only lasted for 7 days and was in the enclosed garden of his palace.  However, 
this party was wilder and crazier than the first one.  The Bible says that òthe 
royal wine was abundantó at this party (Esther 1:7-8).  Everyone at the party 
was probably drunk and knew that they could drink ALL they wanted.  This is 
the context for his calling of Vashti.  Doesnõt that help us put all of this in a 
greater perspective?  The king is a dog!  Poor Vashti.  No one wants to be 
called into that environment.   

We know, of course, Vashti refused the king!  She wasnõt about to be 
disgraced in front of all of these people.  Tradition says that the king wanted 
her to appear before him with nothing but her crown on her head!  Vashti 
was a woman of conviction, integrity, and courage.  When she refused the 
king, he becomes furious and asked some of his officials for advice.  The rest 
of the story shows that she would be banished for her resistance to the king.  
He removed Vashtiõs crown, and issued a decree that all woman in the empire 
must respect their husbands.   

We hope the king learned his lesson, but what is our lesson?  Donõt 
drink?  Donõt make rash decisions?  Donõt become arrogant?  I think itõs more 
than that.  The kingõs arrogance allowed a major flaw in his character to come 
into the light.  He wanted glory and respect!  Here is the main pointê Respect 
is not something you demand.  Respect is something you earn.  

How is respect earned?  Through humility, not pride.  In Matthew 
20:16 Jesus says, òthe last will be first, and the first will be last.ó  What does 
that mean?  Choosing to be a servant, bathing ourselves in humility, is the 
only way to gain respect.  And even in that moment respect (or honor) is not 
coveted by a Christian.  We seek to please our God, not men.  Donõt allow 
yourself to be consumed by selfish ambition.  If we are humbleê God will lift 
us up (James 5:10, I Peter 5:6).  Have a great week!
