Why Should You Unwrap Your Gifts?
e It clarifies God’s will for us. (I Corinthians 12:1)
e It motivates personal responsibility to do God’s will. (I Peter 4:10)
e It maximizes our impact as a church. (I Corinthians 12:18-20)
e It establishes the individual value of each person in the Body. (I Corinthians 12:21-22)

What Can You Do To Discover Your Gifts?
e Explore the possibilities of the Body.
e Evaluate the needs of the Body. (I Corinthians 12:7)
e Expect confirmation from the Body. (I Timothy 4:14-15)

What Are Some Pitfalls You Should Avoid?
e Confusion. (I Corinthians 12:1-2)
e Exalting certain gifts over others. (Romans 12:3)
e Focusing on the activity as more important than loving one another. (I Corinthians 13)

2. Pray for yourself and those around you.
3. Prepare to unwrap your spiritual gifts.



What Can You Do To Unwrap Your Gifts?

Step #1 — Take The Spiritual Inventory
Answer the questions on the attached sheet in an honest manner.
Consider the pyramids that coincide with the questionnaire.
Fill in the pyramids based on the questionnaire you have finished (i.e. #
If you have one “A” circled then you should only fill in “1” on the “A” py
If you have seven “I's” circled then you should fill in “1-7” on the “I” pyr

Step #2 — Rate Your Inventory
