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Legacy (by Dylan Spivey) 
 

ñLegacy. What is a legacy? Itôs planting seeds in a garden you 
never get to see.ò These words spoke to me when I first heard them in a 
musical about the life of one of our founding fathers, Alexander Hamil-
ton. The story of his life is itself, very tragic. From childhood as an or-
phan, to surviving a hurricane, and then, finally being murdered by his 
former best friend. After I looked further into the life and death of Mr. 
Hamilton, I could see some similarities between him and a Christianôs 
most important leader, Jesus. While they both faced many hardships in 
life, I feel like the most similar aspect is their death and legacy. The death 
of Alexander Hamilton was caused by his best friend, Aaron Burr. In 
1804, Aaron Burr ran for president against Thomas Jefferson, and Hamil-
ton endorsed Jefferson, instead of Burr.  This causes Burr to challenge 
him to a duel in which Hamilton threw away his shot, or aimed at the sky 
instead of Burr. Sadly, Burr did not do the same, and killed Alexander. 
After seeing everyoneôs reaction, Burr flees the country. When Burr is 
enraged by Hamiltonôs vote, he becomes the Judas of our story.  

Luke 22:47-48 (NCV) says, While Jesus was speaking, a crowd 
came up, and Judas, one of the twelve apostles, was leading them. He 
came close to Jesus, so he could kiss him. But Jesus said to him, ñJudas, 
are you using the kiss to give the Son of Man to his enemies?ò When 
those who were standing around him saw what was happening, they said, 
ñLord, should we strike them with our swords?ò And one of them struck 
the servant of the high priest and cut off his right ear. Jesus said, ñStop! 
No more of this.ò Then he touched the servantôs ear and healed him.ò In 
these verses, Jesus is approached by Judas, who is soon to betray him, so 
those around Jesus take action and cut off the ear of a servant. Jesus, not 
wanting any pain to be inflicted, much like Hamilton when he aimed for 
the sky, heals the manôs ear. Later, Jesus is taken and crucified. In both of 
these examples, the men mentioned were great friends, only to be be-
trayed when what they really wanted was peace, while doing what they 
what they believed was right. After Hamilton died, his friends and family 
continued teaching his values, and created the Eliza Hamilton Orphanage, 
which is still around to this day. After Jesusô death, his disciples and 
apostles also continued his lessons, and spread his word to all.  

Matthew 28:19-20 (NCV) says, So go and make followers of all 
people in the world. Baptize them in the name of the Father and the Son 
and the Holy Spirit. Teach them to obey everything that I have taught you, 
and I will be with you always, even until the end of this age.ò  Due to the 
apostleôs great faith and obedience, Jesusô teachings and lessons are still 
around today. Both men were steadfast about their beliefs in life, and be-
cause of that, people hundreds of years later, or thousands of years in Je-
sus case, still look up to them and admire them. People who would live 
and die for what they believe in are those who are remembered. Have you 
done enough to be remembered, and if so, what is your legacy? 
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
