Sunday Night Message on August 16, 2015 (by Ray Reynolds) 

 

Introduction: On Sunday nights we are studying the miracles of Jesus.  We have previously noticed His 

authority over nature: the winds and waves, the ability to walk on the water, multiply the loaves and 

the fishes and control creatures of the sea.  Tonight we will continue to build on that theme and 

recognize how He can both create and destroy.  We will consider two powerful stories and connect 

the dots: the fig tree that withers (Matthew 21:18-22, Mark 11:12-14, 20-25), and the water turned into 

wine (John 2:1-11).  Let’s study together…
