The Importance of Punctuality

 It was a common Sunday morning practice for 
our family growing up.  My father and I would be in the 
car, motor running, waiting in the driveway for my mom 
and two sisters to make their grand exit from the house.  
My father would tap the steering wheel, look at his 
watch, and say several times under his breath ñcome on, 
come on, come on.ô  This would all happen right before 
he would blow the horn a few times.  Of course this 
would make my mom mad.  Then we would rush down 
the road to the church building.  My father hated to be late.  To him showing up 
15 minutes before bible class was running late.  It wasnôt just about church that 
he felt this way.  He would say, ñJon, punctuality is important.  When you are 
always late it doesnôt just affect you but everyone else that counts on you.ò 
 So, what does habitually late communicate to those around you?  When 
we are habitually late, or we donôt try to make an effort to be on time, we send 
a message, ñMy time is more valuable than yours.ò  Now that might not be the 
way we feel but we end up causing people to spend their valuable time waiting 
on us.  Being late is disrespectful of their value and the value of their time, and 
it shows a character flaw on our part. So if that is true what does it say about 
the person who can be on time for work, recreation, social activities, etc. but 
never be on time for bible class or worship?  Whoôs time are we devaluing? 
 Punctuality is ñShowing respect for others by doing the right thing at 
the right time.ò  It is closely linked to humility, loyalty, thoughtfulness, availa-
bility, discipline and various other Godly character traits.  Punctuality tends to 
be considered an afterthought rather than an important part of being a Godly 
Christian example. 
 So, how can we improve our punctuality and strengthen our Christian 
character?  First, make a realistic schedule and donôt over-commit yourself.  
When you schedule too much you increase the chance of being late.  Second, 
keep track of time.  Set reminders so you donôt get so busy you forget about 
your other commitments.  Third, plan for delays.  Things usually take longer 
and cost more than you expect.  So plan some ñcushionò time in your schedule.  
Finally, donôt forget God demands first priority of your time!
