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ñRemember Jesusò (Izak Reynolds) 
 
I like to picture in my mind the setting of the Last Supper.  It is early 

spring in Jerusalem.  The year is AD 33.  Two of His disciples, Peter and John, 
prepared the Passover meal.  Just before the meal begins, Jesus decides to wash 
their feet.  Afterwards He then attends to all of the disciples while they stare at 
Him in awe.  He also dismisses Judas, who was about to betray Him.  How 
could He know that?  Jesus is just beginning to amaze them by teaching them 
some valuable lessons they will never forget.   

The apostle Paul tells us that Jesus, Himself, served the meal and 
blessed it.  He said, ñFor I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to 
you: that the Lord Jesus on the same night in which He was betrayed took 
bread; and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, óTake, eat; this is 
My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me.ô  In the same 
manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, óThis cup is the new covenant 
in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.ôò (I Co-
rinthians 11:23-25) 

How would you feel if you sat in the room that night?  The bread is 
passed.  Jesus says, ñTake, eat; this is My body which is broken for you.ò  Jesus 
is standing right there!  How is He broken?  We know Heôs talking about Him-
self dying on the cross, but this must have been a shock for the disciples.  They 
were not ready for Him to die.  Yet, He was revealing that in a very short time 
He would die a cruel death as the Passover Lamb for all of mankind. 

After Jesus passed the bread, He passed the cup. Jesus says, ñThis cup is 
the new covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance 
of Me.ò The gospels remind us that He said, ñDrink from it all of you, for this is 
My blood of the covenant, which is to be shed on behalf of many for the for-
giveness of sins.ò  In a very short time the body and blood of Christ would be-
come symbols of the Lordôs Supper.  However, at this time, the apostles didnôt 
know or understand its meaning.  They simply observed it and then they depart-
ed for the Mount of Olives, where Jesus would be arrested and taken away.   

The apostle Paul also says Jesus foretold of the fact that His disciples 
would regularly meet and take communion.  Jesus told them, ñFor as often as 
you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lordôs death till He 
comes.ò (I Corinthians 11:26).  The Lordôs Supper was observed by the early 
church on the first day of the week (Acts 2:42, 20:7).  Paul, knowing that the 
early church needed further instruction said, ñTherefore whoever eats this bread 
or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of the body 
and blood of the Lord.  But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of the 
bread and drink of the cup. For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy manner 

eats and drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the Lordôs body.  For this 
reason many are weak and sick among you, and many sleep.  For if we would 
judge ourselves, we would not be judged.  But when we are judged, we are chas-
tened by the Lord, that we may not be condemned with the world.ò (I Corinthi-
ans 11:27-32).  This is good advice!   

In that upper room, when the disciples took the bread and the cup, they 
were looking at Jesus.  They were thinking about His words and considering His 
actions.  We should do the same.  Every Lordôs day we should remember what 
Jesus said: ñDo this in remembrance of Me.ò  
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
